Clarity, Organization, and Time Management (25%):
Is the message of the video clear and easy to understand?
Does the video stay within the time limit of 1.5-2 minutes and keep a good pace?

Language Proficiency (25%o):
Are English language skills effectively utilized throughout the video (80% of the video length)?
Is grammar, vocabulary, pronunciation, and fluency appropriate and clear?
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Videos shorter than 1.5 minutes or longer than 2 minutes can NOT be submitted.
